Flushes
Flush all saline locks q8hrs with 3cc normal saline.  Flush prior to medication administration and after medication administration.  Maintain positive pressure on the syringe while clamping off the tubing prior to removing the syringe.  This prevents back flow of blood into the catheter.
Students are not allowed to flush PICC lines. 
Students are not allowed to flush central lines.


Students are not allowed to hang blood, but may monitor the care of the patient receiving blood.
